What do you bring with you?                                                                       

 Personal items (sleeping bag, bath towel, toothpaste, toothbrush, 

shampoo, soap, deodorant, comb, brush, sunscreen), and other items such 

as camera, film, disposable poncho, and flashlight ~ Names on all items!! 

o No hair dryers or curling/flat irons 

 Jeans or shorts, t-shirts, ball caps etc. are acceptable 

o No short shorts, tank tops, spaghetti straps, midriffs, or purses 

o Set of old clothes that can be thrown away after getting really dirty 

and stained from  “Game Time” activities 

 Tennis shoes and socks and flip flops 

 Swim suit and beach towel – (girls swimsuit must be one piece, no tankini 

or two piece) ~ A plastic trash bag for wet/dirty clothes 

 Have one pair of long pants – jeans, cargo pants, or warm-ups 

 A sweatshirt or jacket for a cooler night
